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Charging Of Devices By Microwave Beaming Power
This technology uses a microwave power beaming device to wirelessly power or charge a laptop, PDA, or cell phone in the same room as the beaming device.  Microwave energy is focused by a power transmitter comprising one or more adaptively-phased microwave array emitters onto a device to be charged.  Rectennas within the device to be charged receive and rectify the microwave energy and use it for battery charging and/or for primary power.  
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
